Purpose:





To set the file date and time of a ZIP archive file equal to the newest file in the archive envelope exclusive of user defined filenames to exclude, such as file_id.diz.





Reason:





I have always encountered applications that change file dates when a transfer is performed.  This drives me nuts because I can’t tell the date of the archived files truthfully.  Enter ZWW.  ZWW accesses the PK Zip file structure directly without requiring PKZip or PKUnzip.  I’d like to point out that I am not afilliated in any way with PK Ware.





Installation:





Copy the program files to your desired directory.  Move the QPRO200.DLL file into your Windows’


system directory, for example: C:\WINDOWS\SYSTEM.  Then add the ZWW.EXE program to an


existing program group, or to your desktop.  





You will also need the VisualBASIC VBRUN300.DLL file in your system directory.  This can be found on many BBSes, Internet sites (including Microsoft’s (www.microsoft.com and ftp.microsoft.com), etc.





You will get the annoying About screen until you register ZWW.  At that time, we can either e-mail or USPS mail you a user ID and serial number to activate the command line support and deactivate the annoying registration system.





Configuration:





Actually, there is very little to configure in ZWW.  You can add or remove files that you want excluded from the date test.  For example, if you identify file_id.diz to be one, that file’s date and time will NOT be taken into account when the archive is read for the newest file.





By registering the software, you will get a user ID and password which will enable command line support.  This can allow you to set up one, or more, icons that target predefined paths and patterns.  Note, the entry must be explicit even if it is the active directory:  For example:





	ZWW c:\dl\*.zip


	ZWW c:\current\*.zip


	ZWW g:\dl\old\*.zip





Always include the drive letter, colon, backslash, path and pattern.
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Procedure:





1.	Select the drive where the .ZIP files reside.


2.	Select the path where the .ZIP files reside.


3.	Make sure the pattern mask is set correctly (*.zip, a*.zip, etc.)


4.	“Go” to commence date/time stamping





“Quit” will interupt the process.  The log can be saved to a user specified file and/or printed to the active directory.


By clicking on a file name either in the selection or log boxes, the contents of the ZIP file will be displayed.  If the file has a nested path included, it will not be displayed, just the file name, decompressed size, file date, file time, and CRC.





This program was developed and tested for PK Zip v2.04g type ZIP files.  For me using DOS 6.22 and WFW 3.11, the application appears to run fine.  On another machine running Connectix RAM Doubler, we got some peculiar errors involving file access, but I am not sure that RAM Doubler was the culprit.
