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Tray Exit is a new utiltiy that allows you to easily shut down Windows.  Instead of navigating through multiple menus to shut down your system, Tray Exit creates an exit door in your taskbar.


Installing Tray Exit





To Install Tray Exit, right mouse click on the Tray Exit.INF file.  When the context menu appears, select Install.  When the installation is complete, reboot your system to activate Tray Exit.


Using Tray Exit





Using Tray Exit is as simple as clicking on the exit door in the task bar.  Tray Exit will do one of two things.





Double right Click on the Exit Door to restart your system.


Double left click on the Exit Door to shut down your system





It is that simple!





Known Bugs





Currently, if you have the TCP/IP driver loaded you may have difficulty restarting Windows.  This problem seems to exist even if you use the normal shut down method Start => Exit => Restart the computer.  I don’t know why the network driver affects this but it only seems to happen with TCP/IP loaded.
