Overview


Festival - Audio Cd allows you not only to play audio Cds from your cd-rom drive as you would from


an ordinary Cd player, it also provides facilities allowing you to:


			- All the usual Cd player functions -Play, Pause, Next, Prev, Stop,


			Random Play & Loop Mode.


			- Save & display Cd information - Title, Artist, Track titles etc. 


			- Select / sequence tracks into programs, which you can save and reuse.


			- Save lyrics & display them line by line in a timed manner along with 			the music. Great for singing along. Minimise the lyric display window,


			and lyrics will still be displayed. This is useful for viewing lyrics while doing


			something else which requires most of the screen display.


			- Record from Cd to WAV file, which can then be used to attach sounds to 


			Window events or your own programs. Work will never sound the same.


			- Play Wav files. Very useful for checking your recordings. Includes a


			Multiplay facility, “The only way to listen to wav files.”


			- Find that song fast, with the help of the Quick Scan facility.


			- Direct Help - Context sensitive help system makes it all very easy.


Installation


Scan the diskette/files for viruses. We cannot take any responsibility for virus damage etc.


The shareware version of Festival - Audio Cd can be installed simply by executing SETUP.EXE (via


run menu option in Program manager File menu) and following on-line instructions.


Please note - if you obtained your copy from a BBS it will be in some compressed format, (ZIP, ARJ


etc.), You must decompressed the compressed file prior to running SETUP.EXE.


Notes


EJECT processing - This software has been designed to control ejection of Cds from CD-ROMS.


Some CD-ROMS cannot be ejected by software. In this case you will have to manually eject the Cd,


only after clicking the eject button within Festival Audio Cd.


Manual EJECT processing - You should not manually eject Cds without first clicking the eject button


within Festival Audio Cd. If this accidentally occurs and your computer seems to lock up, DONT


PANIC, DONT TURN OFF YOUR COMPUTER. The situation can be recovered, simply by reinserting the SAME Cd into your CD-ROM.


Lyrics display problems - Display of lyrics can become erratic if there is a lot of system activity.


This is dependant on your system. We suggest you close any applications that you are not using.


No WAV file produced after recording - Make sure that your RECORD SOURCE setting is set to


your Cd device. Usually this is a part of you soundcard/CD-ROM set-up within Windows. 


Cd is playing but no sound - Your soundcard/CD-ROM is incorrectly set-up. Check the relevant


documents provided with your hardware/software.


MCI services not found error messages - You need to install Multimedia Extensions for Windows via


Windows set-up/Control Panel.
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
