General Description


About WordZip


WordZip is a ZipServer Development Kit application for Microsoft Word 6.0. It adds two new menu items to the File menu in Word:


·	Open from Zip


·	Save in Zip


Once WordZip is installed it allows users to load their documents from PKZIP 2.04g compatible archives and also to save the documents in archives.


Advantages of using WordZip


PKZIP compatible archives


PKZIP compatible archives are files containing other files in compressed form. These archive usually have the ZIP file extension. While there are several different compression methods, PKZIP is the most frequently used one. The name of this archive method came from PKWare Inc. that developed it and supplied DOS based utilities to create, update and also to decompress the archives.


The popularity of the ZIP files is based on the advantages they can offer:


·	Due to 40% to 90% compression rate they highly reduce the required disk space


·	Allowing the compression of several files into one single archive the archive becomes a kind of container, behaves like a subdirectory


·	The utilities managing the archives can automatically take care of updating and refreshing, and serve as backup utilities


·	The above highly increase the portability between computers using either diskettes or electronic connections offered by Local Area Networks, or services like Internet, Compuserve, America Online, etc.


·	The above also highly increase the possibilities of organizing files and documents


There are several Windows based utilities for the same task. Since, they are made by companies other than PKWare, their software have different names, but accomplishing the same that the original PKZIP does.


ZipServer�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 14��


One of the most popular Windows based utility is the ZipServer�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10��. The ZipServer�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� is also a Development tool for programmers offering a library with which they can perform the compression and decompression functions from their own programs.


The ZipServer�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� creates 100% PKZIP compatible archives and running in all Windows operation systems.


WordZip�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 14��


WordZip�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� is a ZipServer Development Kit application for Microsoft Word 6.0


The program is using the MS Word’s Macro language extended with calls to the ZipServer Dynamic Link Library. The code is a part of WordZip�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� and provides a demonstration of the MS Word macro language and the ZipServer�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� functions.


WordZip�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� is a fully functional Adds On to MSWord and also a sample for those who want to write their own macros. You can add, or change our code as you want.


You will benefit however immediately all the advantages of using archives.

Installation


Prepare MSWord 


WordZip will attempt to copy files that Word will need in order to install and run WordZip. WordZip will also attempt to copy macros from a supplied template to MSWord’s Global template, NORMAL.DOT


WordZip will be able to perform its job only if the following requirements are satisfied:


·	VBRUN300.DLL exists in the Windows\System directory


·	All Dynamic Link Libraries for OLE (Object Linking and Embedding) are available in the path (normally in the \Windows\System directory)


·	The location that is set in MSWord Tools- Options - File locations - ClipArt Pictures is accessible for writing


·	The location that is set in MSWord Tools- Options - File locations - User Templates is accessible for writing


·	The global NORMAL.DOT template has access to write it (not ReadOnly)


·	The MSWord File menu is the default that comes with Word


Required files for OLE


WordZip�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� is supplied without the required libraries for establishing link to MSWord for the automated setup. If OLE will not work you can still set WordLink�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� up manually. The following files are required in the \WINDOWS\SYSTEM directory:


·	COMPOBJ.DLL


·	OLE2.DLL


·	OLE2.REG


·	OLE2CONV.DLL


·	OLE2DISP.DLL


·	OLE2NLS.DLL


·	OLE2PROX.DLL


·	STORAGE.DLL


Downloading


You can download WordZip from Compuserve in a self executable archive. Create a directory named as WORDZIP and move the file you downloaded to this directory. The name of the file you can download is  WORD_ZIP.EXE.


Click WORD_ZIP.EXE from the File Manager. It will extract the following files:


·	ZIPPSERV.DLL


·	MSAFINX.DLL


·	COMPRESS.DLL


·	THREED.VBX


·	NWCALLS.DLL


·	WORDZIP.EXE


·	ZIPSERV.BMP


·	WORDZIP.DOT

Automated installation


Click WORDZIP.EXE from the file manager. It will move files to the required places, and also it will merge macros from the WORDZIP.DOT template to the NORMAL.DOT template and add new menu items to the Word’s File Menu.


The WORDZIP.EXE file communicates with Word using OLE. Library files required for this communication are not supplied with WordZip. It is assumed that they are available and they are required only for the installation procedure. If one or more necessary files are missing the automated installation will fail and you will need to follow the Manual installation.


WORDZIP.EXE expects the common menu layout for inserting new menu items. It first transfers macros from the WORDZIP.DOT supplied template to the NORMAL.DOT template. The following macros will be transferred:


·	AddToMenu (adds new menu items to the File menu)


·	RestoreMenu (removes the WordZip menu items)


·	OpenFromZip (executes the Open from Zip menu command)


·	SaveInZip (executes the Save in Zip menu command)


If the menu layout is different from the expected one you might need to edit the AddToMenu macro and do some changes in the code.


Manual installation


Transferring macros


Select the File - Templates menu item. Select Attach from the Dialog. Find and select WORDZIP.DOT. Click OK and repeat it on the other screen. Select the Tools - Macro menu item. Click Organizer. Select the Macros pane. Copy all macros from WORDZIP to NORMAL and close the templates.


Adding menu items


Select the Tools - Macro menu item. Click AddToMenu and Run. If it fails select Edit instead of Run and change the code in the macro to match with your menu layout.


Removing WordZip�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 18��


Run with the RestoreMenu macro if you do not want to use WordZip anymore. When document is loaded click Tools - Macro to display it, otherwise click File - Macro.


The RestoreMenu macro will remove only the Menu changes. You can restore the WordZip menu items with the AddToMenu macro.


Find the macro and click delete if you want to delete the macros as well.


Search for the installed files from the File Manager and delete them.

Using WordZip�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 30��


Opening a document from a ZIP file


Click the File - Open from ZIP menu item. It will display a familiar Select Zip File dialog. Find and select the archive. The Zip file’s directory will be displayed. Select the document you want to open and click the OK button.


The document will be loaded


Saving a document in a ZIP file


Before you save a document in a Zip File you need to save it as normal and name it when it is required. When you click Save in Zip WordZip( will invoke the Save or Save As dialog if the document dirty.


Saving in a Zip File is similar to Open from Zip. The  Save in Zip File dialog allows you to select an existing archive or create a new one. The document will be saved in the Zip file, closed in Word and removed from the working (documents) directory.


Deleting a document in a ZIP file


Click the File - Open from ZIP menu item. It will display a familiar Select Zip File dialog. Find and select the archive. Click the Delete button.

Registration


Requirements


WordZip�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� is free of charge for registered ZipServer�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� users. In other words you do not need to register WordZip(, but you need to register the ZipServer�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10��.


WordZip�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� is supplied with the ZipServer�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� library. It allows you to use WordZip�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� without any registration for a while, so you will have the fair period of time experiencing it and decide if you want to register the ZipServer�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� or not. You might want to download the ZipServer�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10�� itself as well and try the whole package not only WordZip�symbol 228 \f "Symbol" \s 10��.
