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What is an ODOMETER ?


 


An Odometer is just a sample program who gives you the distance you do with you mouse. At this time, it’s only designed for Windows 95. This program can be accessed from the Windows taskbar just like the sound control.





What do I Need to run Odometer ?


 


A standard PC where you can run Windows 95 and, of course, of mouse !!!





Installing Odometer


Open the directory where you previously unzipped the files. Click the right mouse button on the MusicBar.inf file and then click Install. If Windows ask for some files, just point to the directory where the first unzipped the Odometer  files.


Two files are copied to your computer, Odometer.exe and Odometer.inf. See ”Uninstalling Odometer” for application removal.


To Start the program





When your computer starts, Odometer will also start. There’s a shortcut in your Start Menu. If the program doesn’t start by itself, point to the directory where Windows is installed (i.e. : c:\
