Easy.mdb is a complete general ledger and Cashbook program written in MS Access. MSAccess 2.0 is required to run it.





Features





Multiple companies each with separate Charts of Accounts.


Fully featured budgeting by user specified time periods.


Automatic reversing journals.

On screen bank reconciliations


Exports of most reports to MSWord or MSExcel.


Flexible reporting without using MSAccess's own report writer.

Full accounting for New Zealand GST (read VAT in the UK) - easily alterable rate.





Many MSAccess databases are overburdened with overhead by excessive use its graphical capabilities. This database is intended for functionality and performance in preference to cosmetics, using only the feature set in-built to MSAccess 2.0. Even so it is recommended that a 486DX 50 and at least 8MB of extended memory is the base system for practical use of these databases. It is expected that most users will have purchased MSAccess with the MSOffice suite. MSAccess 2.0 maximum database size is 1 Gigabyte so in most cases hard disk, or performance will be the limiting factor on the volume of transactions the system can deal with.





Files you have down loaded





Setup.mdb   - For a fast set up of a new blank company.


Data.mdb    - This database holds the data for Easy, could be put on a network server


GL1.hlp      - The windows hypertext help file for Easy


Easy.mdb    - The guts, with limited example data.

Getting Started





Copy the files to a new directory





Simply copy these files to a new directory e.g. .c:\Easy .





Create Icons for the Databases





Icons can be added to a program group by copying your icon for MSAccess. Using the program manager, after clicking on the MSAccess icon, click on the menu items File, copy and select the group where you wish the new icon to appear. To amend the properties of the program item (the new icon created above), click (once) on the new icon then click the menu file, properties to bring up the dialog box. Add to the end of  the command line (i.e. after "MSAccess.exe" a space and the path and filename of the database e.g. C:\Easy\Easy.mdb for the main database or C:\Easy\Setup.mdb for the Quick set up of new companies database. You should also alter the description to "Easy Accounts" or something more descriptive, to distinguish it from the MSAccess icon.





Icons do not need to be set up. The databases can be run directly from the windows file manager, (where MSAccess has already been installed on the system) simply by double clicking  on the *.mdb file.





Directing Easy to its Data





Normally the first time you go into the database you will be prompted for the path of the "Data.mdb" database, this is the database where all the raw information is held.


Alternatively, the default path for MSAccess should be altered to the path of Easy.mdb. This is done by loading  MSAccess and clicking file, open and loading a database such as nwind.mdb normally in the SAMPAPPS directory created on installation of MSAccess. Once loaded click on the menu items view, options and from the general options arrow down the list of options until the default database directory, enter in here the path to Easy.mdb e.g. C:\Easy. Now exit MSAccess, and the default database directory is updated and you will no longer be prompted for the location of Data.mdb on loading Easy.





Reviewing Easy's Features





Sample data is available for reviewing the systems capabilities as it is and there is NO need to run the set up database first.











Setting Up My Own Accounts In Easy





Use Setup.mdb  to delete all information previously set up in Easy (as examples) and adopt a more appropriate Chart of Accounts. You are led through a few simple screens to get you going in minutes. The information is written directly into Easy and you are away. Note Easy.mdb and Data.mdb must be in the same directory when setting up a new system.





Why Register ?





The databases you have down loaded are fully functional and example data is already available in Easy.mdb for experimentation. When more than 100 transactions have been entered this Shareware version will no longer load. Once registered, the necessary instructions and passwords will be  Emailed to enable the system to continue to be used without losing the data you have already entered. In addition, alterations and improvements can be made with relatively little knowledge, in most cases with a little study of MSAccess the end user can alter the database and its functionality to his or her hearts content ! The author will be available for advice and help at reasonable rates (US$40 per hour) should more extensive alterations be required.
