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HyperText Explained��

HyperText allows you to quickly "jump" to the section of the document that you are interested in. While you may scan through the User's Guide "normally" (sequentially), the same way you might read any other document using the HyperText launch pads, colored green, allows you to reach the desired section and traverse the document by a simple double-click of your mouse.



But what makes this User's Guide special is its ability to not only emulate the Windows Help features of "jumps", but also the helpful "pop-ups" used to explain terms and ideas. Using these features you can instantly and automatically jump to anywhere else in the document to obtain further information on a topic or term.

You can jump around and use pop-ups in this User's Guide the same way you jump around the screens in the Windows "Help" system. Double-click the �gotobutton JumpTest green� chapter titles in the Table of Contents to jump directly to that chapter. At the end of each chapter you can easily return to the Table of Contents by double clicking the jump text �Gotobutton TableOf Double-Click Here To Return To Table Of Contents�. Double-click the �gotobutton JumpTest green� cross-references throughout the document to jump to a complete explanation of that topic. Double-click on the �macrobutton showpopup green� double underlined text and learn more about that topic or term. Use these valuable features to quickly learn the important information contained in this document.

The method for jumping around documents was pioneered by Woody Leonhard of WOPR and coined DocCruise�SYMBOL 228 \f "Symbol"�. Look for his book Hacker's Guide to Word for Windows which he co-wrote with Vincent Chen for a source of detailed information on WordBasic.



The method for obtaining the pop-ups was pioneered by Ed Obeda and coined DocPop�SYMBOL 228 \f "Symbol"�

Macro Mode��Document Mode��While displaying a macro sheet, activating PrettyMacro will cause the displayed macro to be formatted for printing. ��While displaying a document, the template macros will be displayed in a listbox for selection. Choosing one will cause it to be formatted for printing.��



Either way, PrettyMacro will create a nicely formatted two column report with a table of routines printed at the top of the first page.

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PrettyMacro Features��

PrettyMacro was designed to provide the features most requested in a documentation and presentation tool for your �macrobutton showpopup WinWord� macro code. After running the �gotobutton installation installation routine�, your WinWord's File Menu will now include PrettyMacro Macro as the last menu option. See the figure below.

PrettyMacro has two basic operating modes, �macrobutton showpopup MacroMode� and �macrobutton showpopup DocumentMode�. While each method allows for the easy control over printing the macro, they each have their place. When you are working in a macro screen and select PrettyMacro Macro from the menu, the macro that was displayed is formatted for printing. If you select PrettyMacro Macro from the menu, while you are in a document, a listbox of available macros will appear. You can then choose the macro that you wish to format for printing.



Either way, the following options are also available to choose from. 



�



Checking the Table of Routines box (default), will cause a table of contents like list to be built on the first page of the document. This list will detail the location of Sub and Function routines in the selected macro.



The Print Options control the actual printing of the created document. The choices are:



1) not to print the created document (default)

2) Print the created document, selecting the default printer

3) Print the created document, selecting the default printer including pressing the Enter key to activate the dialog box. Use this option if when pressing the printer icon ( see the toolbar ) causes a dialog box to be displayed instead of an immediate printing of a document.





Once the proper options have been selected, pressing the PrettyMacro button will cause the text of the macro to be captured and then pasted into a new document file for automatic formatting. Once formatted you may print, save or print and save the document for future review or archival.



PrettyMacro documents are designed for easy addition into 3-ring binders for documentation and archival purposes. Their date stamps and file naming prompt make them also great for version control as well.





User selectable options:



To allow the user the option of configuring the PrettyMacro Macro to meet their particular needs, a setup option is provided. To activate this option, while in the �macrobutton showpopup DocumentMode� of PrettyMacro, choose the Setup button. This will display a setup dialog box with the following options.

Selectable options include:



Page Size: Both American 8.5" x 11" and European A4 paper sizes are supported. Highlight the appropriate radio button to reflect your desired paper size.



Main Text Font: This list box contains the font that will be used to format the main section of the document.



Date Format: The format which will be used when printing the document's date.  The default format for the US version of �macrobutton showpopup WinWord� is MMMM d, yyyy ( July 7, 1993). The default format for non-US versions of WinWord is d MMMM, yyyy ( 7 July, 1993). See your WinWord Users Manual under Date formats for more information on  the various combinations.



Reset View Mode: Normally PrettyMacro completes it's task leaving the �macrobutton showpopup viewing mode� of the document in the page layout mode so you can review the document as it would print. Activating this check box causes PrettyMacro to return the viewing mode to the value active when the macro started, thereby reset the mode to the users "default" setting.



Footer Notice: After registering your copy of PrettyMacro the text denoted in this textbox will appear in place of the PrettyMacro copyright notice at the bottom of each page. This is a good location for your company name and or copyright notice to be placed.

To create the Table of Routines, �macrobutton showpopup WinWord� actually polls the document and creates the table using these specially formatted text lines. For more on styles and table of contents ( used for the table of routines ) see your WinWord User's Guide under Formatting with Styles and Table of Contents, using heading styles.

The page formatting is incorrect for my printer:  The routine was designed and tested on HP and Postscript Laser printers. Windows 3.1 using the TrueType fonts is much better than previous versions of Windows for maintaining the document's appearance under different printing environments, but differences still occur. If you are having troubles, send a sample of the output to us, and we will work towards customizing the routine for your use.





I do not get a listbox of macros to choose from:  PrettyMacro has two basic operating modes, �macrobutton showpopup MacroMode� and �macrobutton showpopup DocumentMode�. The listbox is only shown in Document mode. Make sure that you do not activate PrettyMacro while displaying a macro sheet. 





How do I configure PrettyMacro for A4 paper sizes:  PrettyMacro has a number of user selectable settings, one of which is the paper size. Others include fonts and date formats. See the section on �gotobutton selectable User selectable options� for more details on this subject.

Macro language differences:



Microsoft developed many different language versions of WinWord, unfortunately they have not allowed an easy way for the programmer of Macros ( and other WordBasic utilities ) to install and work on these multi-lingual systems.  This version of PrettyMacro includes an installation routine that should at least allow the routines to be added to user's menu and tested.



While we are very interested in expanding our support of other foreign language versions of WinWord, Microsoft has not documented the majority of language differences and hence our support may be very limited, if it works Great, else sorry not much we can do to fix it!.



Basically, each foreign language version of WinWord uses a �macrobutton showpopup different (foreign) name� for various macros and commands. While this is very important for the users, it does not allow for the installation of the same macro across multi-language systems. For Example, the English WordBasic command to return the number of open windows is n=Window(), while in the Dutch version is n=Venster(), the French version is n=Fenêtre() and in Portuguese it’s n=Jenela().



Our hopes are than in the next release of WinWord ( version 7.0 or maybe they will call it WinWord ‘95 ?? ), Microsoft  will include ‘true’ international support, much like Excel 5.0 has with it’s VBA language. A letter from you to your local Microsoft subsidiary expressing your hopes of a truly international version, would help you to have access to the vast amount of information and support utilities that you are currently excluded from.

WinWord   === Glossary Entry 



WinWord - an alternate name for Microsoft's Word for Windows.



nagware   === Glossary Entry 



NAGWARE - the use of extra dialog boxes and screens in such a way to "politely" prompt �the user to register the product. Upon registering these prompts are no longer presented.�



NORMAL.dot   === Glossary Entry 



Normal.dot - is the default storage template used in the US version of WinWord.



EXIT   === Glossary Entry 



EXIT - the action of closing all open documents and quitting the WinWord application. Once completed you will be at the Program Manager level.



different (foreign) name   === Glossary Entry 



Uses a different (foreign) name for various macros and commands. Yes this is true. Contact Microsoft and ask them WHY !!!!



individual templates   === Glossary Entry 



Individual Templates - Template files, have the extension of DOT and are special documents used as patterns to create other documents of the same type. See your WinWord documentation for more information.





FORM FIELDS   === Glossary Entry 



Form fields are the places in an online form where users make entries. There are text, check box, and  drop-down form fields. When you protect a section, users can enter information only in form fields within that section.
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
