BugBYter Software produces the following products for Wildcat! V5+:





1.  BCBV - Call Back Verifier


BCBV is a call back verifier for Wildcat version 5+.  It is used to automatically call a user's computer for the purpose of verifying their phone number, location and identity.  This is accomplished with the callers consent and within the options selected in the configuration files.





Features:





BCBV is packed with features and options.  Everything in configurable by the Sysop, using the automatic built in configuration program.





-Built in configuration program has resettable defaults (by group) for easy setup.





-BCBV is smart enough that it will let the Sysop test the program fully, without making any changes to the Sysop's Wildcat user record.  The Sysop can even test everything except the actual call back while logged on locally.  This makes setup and testing a snap.





-Distinguishes between types of calls and will only allow callback verification to modem callers.





-Will check for duplicate phone numbers in the user database and will only allow (Sysop config) number of duplicates before refusing to verify.





-Will check for "bad" phone numbers that you do not want to call.  This is to prevent calls to 911 and other nuisance calls.  Uses the same "Badphone.Lst" that Wildcat uses.





-Configurable to only allow long distance calling during certain times, when the rates are low, or to not allow long distance calling.





-Will translate phone numbers to match your calling area's requirements.  This works a lot like most Fidonet mailer dialing translations.  





-Allow or disallow verification at an alternate phone number (not in the users data record).





-Will upgrade/downgrade a caller's security clearance for passing/failing the callback verification.





-Will add/subtract "bonus" time to a caller for passing/failing verification.





-Will add/subtract to the callers expiration date for passing/failing verification.





-Sysop selectable message conferences for, errors, duplicates, successful verification, failures, refusals, disallowed long distance calls, alternate number verifications and non-modem callers (18 message types).





-All messages can be turned on/off by the Sysop.





-Use built in messages, your *.imp (import) files or regular text files as the message body.





-Optionally lock failed users out of the BBS.





-Optionally creates a custom user database field with the Pass:/Fail: date.





-15+ customizable display screens (registered version only)





2.  Gotcha! - Joke program for nosy callers


Gotcha! is a joke program to catch callers that like to  press keys that are not on the menu. You know the ones, looking for something they are not supposed to see..<G>.





Features:


-Gotcha! will let the caller think he's broken into the wildcat user editor and will let him change all the "good" settings, i.e., subscription balance, expiration date, uploads, security level..ect.  A few well placed "errors" enhance the feeling of breaking in.





Note: Gotcha! will not make any changes to the actual user record.  The errors reported by Gotcha!, while realistic, are fictitious.





-Gotcha! will also display an optional ANSI screen (Gotcha.bbs), if it exists in the same path as the CFG file.





-Gotcha! will create two "Hall of Shame" display files, a *.BBS file and a *.HTM file.  The file names & paths are set in the CFG file.





-Gotcha! will only let callers enter the program once.  Once they know the joke, there is no point in letting them do it again.  They do get a reminder that they have been "Busted" though.





3.  NewsLetterWriter (NLW) - Create/update your newsletter


NewsLetterWriter will create a NEWSLTR.BBS or add to the top of your current newsletter for both ANSI and HTML. This makes it very easy to log on remotely and update your newsletter. The ANSI newsletter created has a fancy 3-D look to it.





4. MSG2NEW - Message to New User


Message To New Users is will send a SYSOP defined welcome message to a new user when they logon.  This way, the new user Will have PERSONAL MAIL WAITING when they finish the new user logon procedures.  Talk about a friendly welcome!





Features:


-Message to new users will also post a message to the SYSOP (or whoever 


you want) notifying you that a new user has logged on.  The message


body will show a lot of info from the userbase about the caller. The default subject for this message is the new users name. This way when you (L)ist the mail waiting the subject will be all the new users!!   You can also use wcReports to search on the Message From field to create lists of your new users.





-Another feature is the SET CONFERENCE.  This will force the user to 


whichever conference you want when they logon.  This replaces any Set 


Conference utility you might be running as part of your Postcall.wcx/run/bat.  Instead of setting the conference after the call, you can now set it when the user logs in.  This feature works for ALL callers, not just new ones.  To disable this option, place a negative value here (-0 is NOT a valid negative number).





-An optional text file can be created of all new callers with their address (formatted for mail merge) so you can send them a welcome/subscription letter. 





-An optional "New Users in the last x days" ANSI bulletin and HTML file creator.





-Option to run any batch file as part of the logon procedure.  So if


you have a program that will only work in the LOGONx.BAT, no problem.





-Option to run another "WCX"





-All messages created are forced PRIVATE.  This is to allow the use of 


Wildcat @CODES.  Also, you don't want other users seeing all the 


"Welcome new user" messages.  A sample new user message is included.
