1. What is it?





-Message To New Users is a wcCode program that will send a SYSOP defined


welcome message to a new user when they logon.  This way, the new user will have PERSONAL MAIL WAITING when they finish the new user logon 


procedures.  Talk about a friendly welcome!





-Message to new users will also post a message to the SYSOP (or whoever 


you want) notifying you that a new user has logged on.  The message


body will show a lot of info from the userbase about the caller. The default subject for this message is the new users name. This way when you (L)ist the mail waiting the subject will be all the new users!!   You can also use wcPRO to search on the Message From field to create lists of your new users.





-Optionally add 5 custom user database fields to the msg to SYSOP





-Another feature is the SET CONFERENCE.  This will force the user to 


whichever conference you want when they logon.  This replaces any Set 


Conference utility you might be running as part of your Postcall.wcx/run/bat.  Instead of setting the conference after the call, you can now set it when the user logs in.  This feature works for ALL callers, not just new ones.  To disable this option, place a negative value here (-0 is NOT a valid negative number).





-An optional text file can be created of all new callers with their address (formatted for mail merge) so you can send them a welcome/subscription letter. 





-An optional "New Users in the last x days" Bulletin and HTML file creator.





-Option to run any batch file as part of the logon procedure.  So if you have a program that will only work in the LOGONx.BAT, no problem.





-Option to run another "WCX"





-All messages created are forced PRIVATE.  This is to allow the use of 


Wildcat @CODES.  Also, you don't want other users seeing all the 


"Welcome new user" messages.  A sample new user message is included.





2. Configuration File:





This program is totally configurable by the SYSOP through the MSG2NEW.CFG file.  This is a simple text file that the SYSOP can edit to suit his system.  The only item hard coded is the subject (New Users name) in the notify message sent to the SYSOP (if Line 7 = Y).





The CFG file allows the setting of:





Line 1:  Registration number, 0 if unregistered.





Line 2:  The conference # that you want the message posted in . The conference must exist.





Line 3:  Who the message is from (up to 25 characters). 


Normally this will be your name, but can be anything you want it to be (i.e. The Welcome Committee or name of BBS).





Note: If the name here is not in the user Database, the new caller will not be able to reply to the welcome message and may get confused.





Line 4:  What the message subject should be (up to 25 characters).





Line 5:  The name of the message import file.  


Here's the tricky part. The import file must be in the message database path as defined in makewild for the conference that you are posting it to (Line 2). The file must have the extension IMP.  Do not include the "<<" The program will add them automatically.





For more information on using import files, read page 223 in your Wildcat! 5 SYSOP guide.





Line 6:  This is the conference that you want the caller to end up in when LOGON.WCX is finished.  This takes the place of any SETCONF program you may be running as a POSTCALL.WCX/BAT/RUN.  Instead of setting the conference AFTER the caller logs off, this will do it when they LOGON.  This will work for ALL callers, not just new callers.





Line 7:  Post a message to the SYSOP?  Do you want a message sent to the                   SYSOP when a new user logs on? (Y / N / S) "Y" sends the standard 2 screen message, "S" will send a short message and "N" is for NO message.





Line 8:  Sysop's name.  This is who the message to SYSOP will be addressed to. It does not have to be the actual SYSOP, nor does the name have to be a valid name in the user database, but if it isn't valid, who will ever read it?





Line 9:  Conference number to post the message to the SYSOP in.


The conference must exist.





Line 10: Enter the complete path and file name of any .BAT file that  you want to run as part of the logon procedure.  This is useful for some utility programs that need to run from a .BAT file.  To disable this option place an N here.  





Line 11: Enter the complete path and file name of any .wcx file that you want to  run as part of the logon procedure.  This is useful for some utility programs that need to run from a .wcx file.  To disable this option place an N here.  





Line 12: Enter the complete path and file name to the text file you want to add the new caller's name and address to.  This is useful  for creating a list of new callers to mail welcome packets too.  N to disable.





Line 13: How many days worth of new users do you want in the "New User          Bulletin" Zero (0) to disable.





Line 14: Drive\path\file_name to ANSI bulletin. UNC's are OK, blank to disable.





Line 15: Drive\path\file_Name to HTML page. UNC's are OK, blank to disable.





Line 16: Add a @PAUSE@ to the end of the New Users ANSI file? (Y/N)





Line 17-21: Name of custom user database fields, N to disable.


Note: Custom database fields can be created by questionaires or wcCode.





3. Installation:





A. If you DO NOT have a LOGON.WCX file (and you do not have wcCode):





Put MSG2NEW.WCX,  LOGON.WCX  and MSG2NEW.CFG files in your Wildcat home directory.  The included Logon.wcx performs all of the normal logon features of WC5 and runs MSG2NEW.WCX.  It is hard coded for Wildcat to be installed in C:\WC5\ (the default).





Edit/Create an .IMP file to be used as the message to be sent to the new user (sample, NEWUSER.IMP is included).  The import file must be in the message database path as defined in makewild for the conference that you are posting it to (Line 2).  The file must have the extension IMP.  For more information on using import files, read page 186 in your  Wildcat! 5 SYSOP guide.





Edit the MSG2NEW.CFG file to suit your system.  Please read the sample


CFG file for more information on options.





B. If you do not have a LOGON.WCX file (and you have wcCode):





Copy the included LOGON.WCC and LOGON.WCX files to your Wildcat home directory.  Continue with “C”, below.  If using the included Logon.wcx/wcc files and Wildcat is installed to “C:\WC5\” you do not have to modify the included Logon.wcc file.





C. If you DO have a LOGON.WCX file (and you have wcCode):





Put MSG2NEW.WCX in your Wildcat home directory. You can put the MSG2NEW.CFG file in any directory.  The directory that you place the CFG file in is the directory that MSG2NEW will use for it's Data files.





Load up your LOGON.WCC in wcCode and add this line to it right before the CHECKMAIL function call:





Run ("MSG2NEW","drive:\path\")     


Replace "drive:\path\" with the CORRECT drive:\path to MSG2NEW.CFG





Re-compile it and make sure the new LOGON.WCX is in your Wildcat home 	


directory.





Edit/Create an .IMP file to be used as the message to be sent to the new user (sample, NEWUSER.IMP is included).  The import file must be in the message database path as defined in makewild for the conference that you are posting it to (Line 2).  The file must have the extension IMP. For more information on using import files, read page 186 in your Wildcat! 5 SYSOP guide.





Edit the MSG2NEW.CFG file to suit your system.  Please read the sample


CFG file for more information on options.





D. If you DO have a LOGON.WCX file (and you DO NOT have wcCode):





This means that someone else made your LOGON.WCX file.  If you have the LOGON.WCC file for your LOGON.WCX , have a friend with wcCode do


step B for you.  Otherwise, you can replace your LOGON.WCX with the one included (and lose whatever function your current LOGON.WCX  performs) or you will not be able to run this program.





E. Alternate set up:





To save a small amount of time during logon, you can have your logon.wcx file check to see if this is a new caller prior to running MSG2NEW.  This will save the time it takes to load MSG2NEW and have it check for a new caller. To do this place this in your logon.wcc file and compile:





If User.TimesOn=1 Then Run(“MSG2NEW”,”drive\path\to cfg file\”)





Note: This will prevent the “Set Conference” function from working for all callers as MSG2NEW will only execute for first time callers.
