1. What is it?


NewsLetterWriter will create a NEWSLTR.BBS or add to the top of your current newsletter for both ANSI and HTML. This makes it very easy to log on remotely and update your newsletter.





The ANSI newsletter created has a fancy 3-D look to it.





2. How do I use it?


a. Easy, just put NewsLetterWriter.WCX in your WC5 home directory, usually c:\wc5\.  Place the NewsLetterWriter.CFG file wherever you want it. This is the path you will use for the parameters in wcMenu.





b. Edit the NewsLetterWriter.CFG file for your system.





c. Use wcMenu to add a "run wcCode program" option to one of your menus (I use the SYSOP menu), program name is NewsLetterWriter.WCX. Set the parameters to the path of the NewsLetterWriter.CFG file.  Do not put the file name. 


Example: l:\wc5\util\NewsLetterWriter\





d. Set the access levels.





e. Add the menu choice to your ANSI menu file and HTML file.





f. Save and the setup is finished.

Line 1 - Registration number, 0 if un-registered.


Line 2 - Conference # to write newsletter in. Wildcat has a display directory for each conference.  Normally they are all set to conference 0 (zero).


Line 3 - Path\filename of HTML newsletter.  UNC's are fine. Blank will disable.
