Enveloper 4.0 vs WinWord 6.0


Instructions on making Enveloper 4.0 working again in Word for Windows 6.0
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The Problem


As you’ve no doubt noticed, Enveloper 4.0 is giving you “Error 509” when you try to run it.  This is caused by a change in behavior of the “FormatPageSetup” command.  It’s now called “FilePageSetup” and you can no longer use it if the cursor is inside a frame.


The Solution


Luckily, the solution is relatively simple.  Registered users can add “EndOfDocument” commands before each use of the “FilePageSetup” command.  Detailed instructions are presented below.  Before you make the change, scan the section on a recommended way to convert Enveloper for use in Word for Windows 6.0.


Upgrading to Word for Windows 6.0


This section is generally helpful for converting over to using WinWord 6.  It’s not only applicable for Enveloper.  If you choose not to use a separate template file for your WinWord 2-specific macros, you can still apply the changes to the macros.  Just substitute NORMAL.DOT for NORMAL2.DOT in the instructions.


The best way to avoid all surprises when converting over to Word for Windows 6.0 from WinWord 2.0x is to make a backup of your NORMAL.DOT.


Make a copy and name it something like NORMAL2.DOT.


Run Word for Windows 6.0.  It will generate a “clean” NORMAL.DOT, without any of the extras you’ve installed in WinWord 2.


Now open NORMAL2.DOT from WinWord 6 and save it.  This converts it to Word for Windows 6 format, which eliminates the overhead of auto-conversion every time you use the file


Move NORMAL2.DOT to your WINWORD\STARTUP directory so that Word will make it available as an “Add in” every time it starts.  This way, you have all your WinWord 2 utilities available without “dirtying” NORMAL.DOT. 


To remove any WinWord 2 macros yo no longer need:


Click on “Tools”, “Macros”.  In the “Macros Available in...” drop-down list box, choose “NORMAL2.DOT”.  You can delete macros you no longer need.


	To temporarily disable all your WinWord2 macros:


	Choose “File”, “Templates”, then uncheck the “NORMAL2.DOT” box.


I think this makes transitions to WinWord 6 a little easier.


Updating Key Assignments


Note that your NORMAL2.DOT key- and menu-assignments will override any you’ve set in NORMAL.DOT (glossary entries also).  To remove these assignments from NORMAL2.DOT, keep these points in mind:


Since it’s hard to predict (sometimes) which template you are affecting when you customize assignments (Menus, Keyboard, and Toolbar), first use “File”, “Templates...” and UNCheck NORMAL2.DOT to remove it from the global list.


Then “File”, “Open” NORMAL2.DOT and choose “Tools”, “Customize” to change the assignments.  Make sure the box in the lower right corner also says “NORMAL2.DOT”.


Backing Up Your Envelopes


You don’t really have to do this, but if you want to be extra safe, make a separate directory and copy all your .ENV file to it for safe-keeping.


Changing Address-Grab Mode


The “SmartGrab” method no longer works in WinWord 6.  You’ll need to use Microsoft’s grab method.  It’s also faster.  Do the following:


Click on “Tools”, “Envelopers Customize”


Click on “Set Global Defaults...”


Choose “Microsoft’s envelope grab”


Click “OK”, click “OK” to save the change


Modifying Enveloper 4.0


As indicated above, you need to edit the Enveloper macros to make them work with Word for Windows 6.0.  If you follow the above procedure when converting to WinWord 6.0, you do not reinstall Enveloper.  (It’s already installed in NORMAL2.DOT)


The modifications are relatively simple.  Just search for “FilePageSetup” and add the “EndOfDocument” command.  Each subsection below list the affected macros and the code snippet(s):


Remember, use “Edit”, “Find” to search for “FilePageSetup” (or another keyword in the to-be-edited section) in each macro.  To edit a macro,


Choose “Tools”, “Macro...” from the menu.


In the “Macro Available In” drop-down list box, select “NORMAL2.DOT” (or the template that contains the Enveloper macros.)


Select the macro in the list box and click “Edit”.  Do not double-click the item in the list!


Find the following sections and make the changes (marked in red text).


Changes in the “Enveloper4” Macro


There are two spots.  They end up looking like:


EndOfDocument�Dim fp As FilePageSetup�GetCurValues fp�PaperSource = fp.FirstPage


and


'	TempDocWindow$ = WindowName$()�	EndOfDocument�	Dim fps As FilePageSetup�	GetCurValues fps�	DocClose 2


There’s actually one more occurrence of “FilePageSetup”, but it’s already got an “EndOfDocument” statement tied to it.


Choose “File”, “Close” and answer “Yes” to save changes.


Changes in the “EnveloperCustomize” Macro


There are two spots.  They end up looking like:


EndOfDocument�Dim fps As FilePageSetup�GetCurValues fps�PaperSource = fps.FirstPage


and


Sub ChangePaperSource(source)�	EndOfDocument�	FilePageSetup .Tab = 2, .FirstPage = source, \�		 .OtherPages = source�End Sub


Choose “File”, “Close” and answer “Yes” to save changes.


Changes in the “EnvBorders” Macro


There is only one spot here:


Print "Hang On.....Setting Envelope Borders"�Echo(0)�EndOfDocument�If  FitPageToEnv = 0 Then


Choose “File”, “Close” and answer “Yes” to save changes.


Changes in the “EnveloperMerge” Macro


You may not have installed this macro.  If you do not find it in your list of macros, skip this section.


The changes to “EnveloperMerge” macro is more extensive, but just involves the removal of code by commenting it out.


REM 	For i = 1 To nInitWindows


REM 		temp$ = WindowName$(i)


REM 		If Left$(temp$, 1) <> "\" Then


REM 			If Len(temp$) <= 3 Then


REM 				temp$ = curDir$ + temp$


REM 			ElseIf Mid$(temp$, 2) <> ":" Then


REM 				temp$ = curDir$ + temp$


REM 			End If


REM 		End If


REM 		temp$ = UCase$(WW2_Files$(temp$))


REM 		InitWinNames$(i) = temp$


REM 	Next i


and


REM 	For i = 1 To nInitWindows


REM 		If InitWinNames$(i) = MainDataFile$ Then CloseDataDoc = FALSE


REM 	Next I


and


REM 	EndOfDocument


REM 	FilePageSetup .FirstPage = 0, .ApplyPropsTo = 1


REM 	StartOfDocument





Choose “File”, “Close” and answer “Yes” to save changes.


NOTE


If your address or zip entry does not contain a valid zip for generating bar codes, you will get warning messages about bad field codes when you merge.  The merge engine, however, will allow you to continue without other ill-effects.


Getting Back the Envelope Tool


You may have noticed that you no longer have an envelope tool in your Toolbar....not even for the built-in WinWord envelope feature!  Wonder why?


To get an envelope tool that invokes Enveloper onto the toolbar is a little roundabout, but it works.


First, install the built-in envelope feature:


Choose “Tools”, “Customize” from the menu.  Select the “Toobar” pane.


In the “Category” list, choose “Tools”


Drag the envelope tool to a place on the toolbar.  Any place you like.


Now in the “Category” list, choose “Macros”


In the “Macros” list, drag the “Enveloper4” item to the toolbar.....again any place you like.  You should get an ugly button with just words


Now right-click on the Envelope Tool and select “Copy Button Image” from the menu.


Right click on the “Enveloper4” button and select “Paste Button Image”


Finally, drag the Envelope Tool associated with the built-in envelope feature Off the tool bar (just drag it into the “Customize” dialog box.)  Click “Close”


No Envelope Tool in “Preview Mode”


Unfortunately, you won’t have an envelope tool when you’re previewing an envelope.  To get the menu you used to get, choose “Format”, “Envelope Defaults” from the menu.


Saving Changes


Choose “File”, “Save All” to save all changes.


Converting Envelopes


Occasionally, you may be asked by WinWord if you want to save your .ENV envelope file in WinWord 6 format.  Go ahead and answer “Yes”.  It may actually save on resources in the future.


Enveloper 6.0 will automatically convert these envelopes to an updated format.


Starting from Scratch


If all else fails, you can start from scratch and edit ENVR.DOC directly before running the full Enveloper installation.  The changes are pretty much the same as described in the section Modifying Enveloper 4.0 section, except the Enveloper4 macro is named EnveloperTmplt in ENVR.DOC.


Additionally, you need to make a change to the EnveloperInstall macro.  You’ll also need to manually assign the menu entries.


Changes in the “EnveloperInstall” Macro


Comment out the following lines:


REM 	If QuickInstall Then�REM 		UpdateEnvelopes�REM 	End If


Choose “File”, “Close” and answer “Yes” to save changes.


Installing “Enveloper”


Perform the normal Enveloper installation.  If you’re asked, "Have you had problems grabbing the correct addressee with Microsoft Word's Envelope feature?", answer “No”.  As mentioned above, “SmartGrab” no longer works.


Assigning Menus


You’ll need to assign menu entries manually.  If you do not have “Enveloper4” and “Enveloper4 Customize” on your menu, you may wish to put them there:


Choose “Tools”, “Customize...” from the menu.  Select the “Menu” pane.


In the “Category” list, choose “Macros”


In the “Change What Menu” list, choose “&Tools”


In the “Macros” list, highlight “Enveloper4”


Click on “Add”


Now add the EnveloperCustomize macro to the menu


In the “Macros” list, highlight “EnveloperCustomize”


In the “Name On Menu” box, type “Enveloper4 Customize”


Click on “Add”, then “Close”


Select “File”, “Save All” to save changes


Conclusion


Hopefully, this will tie you over until the release of WOPR 6.0!
